· Make three (3) copies of all completed reports: One for the District Office, One for the Church Records and One for the Pastor.  You may want to also copy pertinent information for your administrative committees as needed.

· All forms are to be in the hands of the District Superintendent at least ten days prior to your Charge Conference.  The D. S. may want to meet with you and go over the reports.
